Who, What, Where When?

Participation in the Sanctuary Choir is open for all adults 18 years of age and older who demonstrate faithfulness to the
mission and leadership of our church family as well as the gifting and ability to minister before the Lord in song. We
currently sing every Sunday morning in the 10:30AM worship service as well as present seasonal musicals and dramas
during Christmas, Easter and the Fourth of July. At present, rehearsals are every Wednesday from 7:00 — 8:30PM in the
McKids room upstairs. However, construction is underway of a new Music and Educational wing which will house a new
Choir and Orchestra rehearsal room to be completed by the first of next year.
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The McArthur Ministry Team is selected from within the Sanctuary Choir and various other ministries at McArthur and
exists to provide strong vocal support along with the Worship Leader during Praise and Worship. Individuals who are
chosen for this ministry demonstrate strong leadership both personally and musically. They minister in both the morning
and evening Sunday worship services. Rehearsals are the first Saturday morning and the “middle” Thursday evening of
each month.

In order to
participate you must be able to attend all rehearsals and demonstrate at least a third-year proficiency on your instrument.
Rehearsals are Tuesday evenings from 7:00 to 8:30PM in the main sanctuary. However, upon completion of our new
Music and Education wing the first of the year will then practice in the new Choir/Orchestra rehearsal room.
